Frequently Asked Questions

Q: How do I get from the airport in Cabo to the hotel?

A: Airport to hotel transfers are ONLY included in Package 1. If you are registered 

for Package 2 or 3 and are not renting a car, the hotel is an easy 15-minute taxi 

ride from the airport. Find your industry buddies on your flight, and share a taxi 

and save some cash!

Q: I want to bring my spouse and/or family to Surf Summit. How much will it 

cost?

A: While Surf Summit is the industry conference of the year and largely business-

focused, some attendees like to bring their family members to Cabo. Because 

the Crowne Plaza is an all-inclusive hotel, all guests staying at the hotel must 

be registered though SIMA or BRA to attend Surf Summit group dinners and 

activities. Therefore, your family members will need to register for an event 

package (yes, even if they are staying in your hotel room). A family member 

discount of $150 off Packages 1 or 2 is offered for those family members who 

will not attend seminars, but would still like to attend group dinners, evening 

ceremonies, the keynote address, TransWorld SURFari, or Cabo Crawl. Those 

taking the family discount will not receive a conference gift bag.

Q: I would like to have two people stay in one room. How do I do that?

A: Each person attending Surf Summit must register for a package. If you prefer a 

double occupancy room, each attendee needs to register individually for a double 

occupancy package 1 or 2, and note their roommate’s name on the registration 

form.

Q: Can I just add an extra person to my room once we get to Cabo?

A: No! All Surf Summit attendees must register by the registration deadline. 

Non-registered attendees that show up on-site without prior registration will not be 

guaranteed access to Surf Summit. 

Q: I would like to extend my stay at the Crowne Plaza. Is that possible?

A: Yes! Special discounted rates are offered three days prior and three days after 

Surf Summit 13. Please contact Shannon Park, SIMA Event Manager, to learn the 

rates and to arrange your extended stay.
